MLA Citations- General Guidelines
· Double space the text of your paper and use a legible font (Times New Roman).  The font size should be 12 pt.
· Leave only one space after periods and punctuation marks. 
· Margins should be set at1inch on all sides.
· Create a header that numbers all pages consecutively in the upper right hand corner of the paper. 
Formatting the 1st page of your paper
· Do not make a title page
· In the upper left hand corner of the first page, list your name, your instructor’s name, then course (Title and number), and the date.  All should be double spaced.  
· Center the title and type the title in standard form.  Do not underline, italicize, or place in quotation marks.
· Double space between the title and the first line of your text.  
In text citations:
The authors name may either appear in the quotation itself or in parenthesis following the quotation.  The page number should always appear in parentheses not in the text of the quotation.
Examples for known author:
Within the text of your paper: 
The first gambling Web site appeared in 1995, and online gambling has since become the most lucrative Internet business (Will 92).

or,

George Will reported that in 2002 Internet gambling surpassed pornography to become the Internet’s most lucrative business (92).

Citation for your Work cited or Bibliography


Will, George F. “Electronic Morphine.” Newsweek 25 Nov. 2002: 92. Print.
In-text citation for no known author:
Use the shortened title of the work instead of the author name.  Place the title in quotation marks if it is a short work or italicize it if it’s a longer work and always provide a page number. 

Ex:

We see so many global warming hotspots in North America likely because this region has “more readily accessible climatic data and more comprehensive programs to monitor and study environmental change…” (“Impact of Global Warming” 6).
It text citation for works by multiple authors: 
If the work is authored by three or fewer authors, list the author’s last names in the text or parenthetical citation
Ex:
Montana, Rice and Craig argue that tougher gun control is needed in the United States. 

The authors state “tighter gun control is needed in the United States” (Montana, Rice and Craig 16).
More than three authors:

List the first author’s name followed by et al. or list all of the author’s last names.
Ex:
Plant et al. counter Smith’s argument by stating that… (4).
Plant, Page, Bohnam and Jones counter Smith’s argument by stating that… (4).

Formatting Quotations:

Short quotations (fewer that four typed lines of prose or three lines of verse) are enclosed in double quotation marks. All punctuation should appear at the end of the parenthetical quotation.  Question marks and exclamation points should appear within the quotation marks if they are a part of the quoted passage but after the parenthetical citation if they are a part of your text.     
Ex:
Hendrix concludes that “loneliness is such a drag” (5).

Long quotations (4 or more lines of verse or prose) are placed in a free standing block of text and quotation marks are not used.  The quotation should be started on a new line, with the entire quote indented one inch from the left margin.  Double spacing should be maintained.

Ex:

Within the narrative of the story, Heller explains the meaning of catch-22:

There was only one catch and that was Catch-22, that specified that a concern for one's own safety in the face of dangers that were real and immediate was the process of a rational mind. Orr was crazy and could be grounded. All he had to do was ask; and as soon as he did, he would no longer be crazy and would have to fly more missions. Orr would be crazy to fly more missions and sane if he didn't, but if he was sane, he had to fly them. Yossarian was moved very deeply by the absolute simplicity of the clause of Catch-22 and let out a respectful whistle. (46)
Omitting words:

If you omit a word or words from a quotation, then indicate the deleted word or words by using ellipsis marks, which are three periods (…) preceded and followed by a space.

Ex: 

In an essay on urban legends, Jan Harold Brunvand notes that “some individuals make a point of learning every recent rumor or tale . . . and in short time a lively exchange of details occurs” (78).
Formatting for Work Cited Page:
General Guidelines:

· Begin work cited on a separate page at the end of your research paper.  It should have same margins and consecutive page number as the rest of your paper.
· Label the page Works Cited and center it at the top of the page.
· Double space all citations.
· Indent the second and each subsequent line of the citations so that you create a hanging indention.

Two or more authors
· List the names in the order they appear  on the title page
· Only the first author’s name should be reversed: Last Name, First Name.
· Use a comma between the author’s names.  Place a period after the last author’s name.
Rowe, Richard, and Larry Jeffus. The Essential Welder: Gas Metal Arc Welding Classroom Manual. Albany: Delmar, 2000. Print.
· If there are more than three authors of the work, name only the first and et. al., or list all of the names.

Randall, John E., Gerald R. Allen, and Rogers C. Steene. Fishes of the Great Barrier Reef and Coral Sea. Honolulu: U of Hawaii P, 1997. Print.
or:

Randall, John E, et. al. Fishes of the Great Barrier Reef and Coral Sea. Honolulu: University of Hawaii P, 1997.
· If the persons named on the title page are editors or compilers, add a comma after the final name, then the abbreviation "eds." or "comps."
Clute, John, and Peter Nicholls, eds. The Encyclopedia of Science Fiction. New York: St. Martin's, 1993.

Two or More Works by the same authors
When citing two or more sources by the same author, give the name in the first entry only. For the next entries, type three hyphens, add a period, and skip a space (---.) then give the title. The three hyphens stand for the name(s) in the preceding entry.

---. The Fifties. New York: Villard Books, 1993.

Second or Other Edition
Author. Title of Book. Edition. City of Publication: Publisher, Year. Medium of publication.
· If edition is given, specify it by number (2nd Ed.), name (Rev. ed.), or year (2004 ed.).
Castro, Peter, and Michael E. Huber. Marine Biology. 4th ed. Boston: McGraw-Hill, 2003. Print.
Corporate Author
· Cite a book by corporate author when a group---such as an organization or association—rather than individual persons.
Accredited Standards Committee Z49. Safety in Welding, Cutting, and Allied Processes. Miami: American Welding Society, 1999. Print.
College of Tropical Agriculture and Human Resources, University of Hawaii at Manoa. Growing Plants for Hawaiian Lei. Honolulu: Coll. of Tropical Agriculture and Human Resources, Univ. of Hawaii at Manoa, 2002. Print.
Government Agency as Author 
· Give the name of the government first, then the name of the agency.
Hawaii. Office of the Auditor. Follow-up Audit of the Child Protective Services System. Honolulu: State of Hawaii, 2003. Print.

Purcell, Arthur H. "Better Waste Management Strategies Are Needed to Avert a Garbage Crisis." 

Garbage and Recycling: Opposing Viewpoints. Ed. Helen Cothran. San Diego: Greenhaven, 2003. 20-27. Print.

· When citing familiar reference books, especially those that appear in new additions, full publication information is not necessary.
· Give the edition (if available) and the year of publication
· If articles are arranged alphabetically, volume and page numbers are not necessary
Lesko, Leonard H. "Pyramids." The World Book Encyclopedia. 2001. Print.
· When citing less familiar reference books, give full publication information.  Give the number of volumes for multi-volume sets.

Fagan, Jeffrey. "Gangs and Drugs." Encyclopedia of Drugs, Alcohol and Addictive Behavior. Ed. Rosalyn Carson DeWitt. 2nd ed. 4 vols. New York: Macmillan, 2001. Print.

· Abbreviate the months (except May, June, July). Give complete dates for magazines issued every week or every two weeks, written in this order: Day Month Year, e.g., 15 January 2000 

· If the article is on consecutive pages, specify the page numbers of the entire article, e.g. 16-20. Give just the last two digits of the second number, when possible, e.g. 188-89, but 196-200 

· If the article is not on consecutive pages — if, for example, it begins on page 27, then skips to page 30, and continues on page 32 — write only the first page number, followed by a plus sign: 27+. 

· Do not give volume and issue numbers for magazine articles.

· If no author's name is given, begin with the title of the article
"Qantas Looks to Airbus for Long-Range Aircraft." Aviation Week and Space Technology 5 Apr. 2004: 22. Print.

Journal with Continuous Pagination Through the Volume
Author. "Title of Article." Title of Journal Volume number (Year): Page(s). Medium of publication.
Davis, William D., Thomas Cleary, Michelle Donnelly, and Samuel Hellerman. "Using Sensor Signals to Analyze Fires."  Fire Technology 39 (2003): 295-308. Print.
Journal with Issues Paged Separately [5.7.2]
Author. "Title of Article." Title of Journal Volume number. Issue number (Year): Page(s).

· Give both the volume and issue numbers, separated by a period. e.g. volume 12, no. 8 = 12.8 

Murphy, Karen L., Roseanne DePasquale, and Erin McNamara. "Meaningful Connections: Using Technology in Primary Classrooms." Young Children 58.6 (2003): 12-18. Print.

Author. "Title of Article." Name of Newspaper Date, edition: Page(s).
· Take the name of the newspaper from the masthead, but omit any introductory article: Honolulu Advertiser, not The Honolulu Advertiser. 

· If the city of publication is not part of the newspaper's name, add it in square brackets: News and Observer [Raleigh, NC] 

· Give the complete date, but not the volume and issue numbers. 

· Specify the edition of the newspaper, if one is given on the masthead. 

· If the article is not on consecutive pages, write the first page number and a plus sign: B1+.

Electronic Sources:

Spalding Library subscribes to databases of full-text articles on the Web.  Works Cited or Bibliographic entries for these articles should include information about the original print publication, and information about the online subscription service.
Cite articles from online databases just as you would print resources.  Additional information required is the title of the database italicized, the medium of publication, and the date of access. MLA now lists electronic sources as Web Publications.  When including the medium of publication for electronic sources, list the medium as Web.

· Use n.p. if no publisher name is available and n.d. if no publishing date is available.
· The URL is no longer required for MLA citations but often professors will ask students to include them in their citations.  If you include a URL, then place it in angle brackets after the date of access.  
Entire Internet Site: Scholarly Project or Professional Site [5.9.2]
Editor author or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), Date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication.  Date of Access. URL (if required). 
Ex:
