Finding and Printing Information from Literary Reference Center
· This handout outlines the basic steps in finding and printing articles using Literary Reference Center.
· Literary Reference Center is a wonderful database full of full-text materials (about 85% of the database is full-text) from many different document types: books, journals, biographies, poems, short stories.  It is wonderful resource for all areas of literary criticism or biographical information.  There are even interviews of authors and reviews of works of literature on it.

· MLA International Bibliography is another literature database that may be useful, but usually is only needed by literature majors.  Most if not all of what you need may be found using Literary Reference Center. If you find a citation for a journal article, and it is not available in full-text on MLA International Bibliography, please search the Literary Reference Center.
· First access the databases from the library homepage (http://www.spalding.edu/library/) and choosing Article Databases from the menu on the left-hand side of the screen and then clicking on Databases (By Title)
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· Secondly, click on Literary Reference Center.
· Thirdly, click on Literary Reference Center from the description page.  You will need to click on EBSCOHost Web (words not the icon) and enter passwords from the password sheet if off-campus.
· Fourthly, go to the Additional Databases box, use the drop-down box, and mark the box for MLA Bibliography to search both of these databases at one time.  The interface is slightly different and more like Academic Search Premier.
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· Type your term(s) in the Find box(es).

· Type AND between terms to limit your search and retrieve articles containing all of your search terms.
· Or is used with synonyms and serves to expand or broaden your search.
· Not should be used very carefully so as not to exclude relevant terms or narrow a search too much.
· Scroll down to limit your results and mark the box in front of Linked Full Text.
· After typing in your terms, selecting And, Or, or Not, and selecting any limiters, click on Search.
· A brief list of results will be retrieved.  Click on the tabs across the top to retrieve a certain document type such as Periodicals to retrieve results from that document type only.  Click on the title of the article in the list of results to retrieve the full record including an abstract.
· Click on the full-text link to print up the entire article from the database.  Be sure you also print up the citation information as well.
· Articles may also be e-mailed or saved.
· An entire search may be added to a folder by clicking on the folder Add This Search to Folder, or individual items may be added to a folder for the current search only.  You may then print, save, or e-mail them by clicking on the folder.  Please note items added to a folder will disappear if you perform a new search or back out of the program as they are not the same as bookmarks or favorites.
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
