How to Find Social Work Articles

· This handout describes how to search the Social Work Abstracts database for journal articles.  It may also be used to search other EBSCO databases as well.
· Access the library databases from portal at my.spalding.edu by clicking on the Quicklink—University Library under Quicklinks on the right-hand side of the screen. 
· After you reach the library page, go to the Quicklinks section on the left-hand side of the screen and click on Databases.
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· Click on the title of the database you wish to search. 
· When the Choose Databases screen appears, click on the title again, or click on the boxes in front of each database you wish to search and then click on Continue to search more than one database at a time.

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· Click on Social Work Abstracts once and then again on the Choose Databases screen.

· Other very useful databases are Academic Search Premier, Sociological Collection, and Sociological Abstracts.  These databases are full-text and contain many of the same journals as Social Work Abstracts.

· Psychology databases may also be very helpful.

· It is possible to search several databases at one time by clicking on the box in front of each database you wish to select and clicking on Continue, but for now we will just search Social Work Abstracts as it is the largest social work database.
· After you select the database, the find screen will appear; type your search term in the box and select one of the Search Modes in the Search Options area of the screen.  Search Modes instruct the computer how to search for your terms.  The default is Find all my terms and is already set for you.95% of the time this is the best option, but you can select one of the other options if one of them would better meet your needs. Search Modes are Boolean/Phrase (combine terms using and, or, or not), Find all search terms (automatically puts the and between terms), or Find any of the search terms (automatically puts or between terms and searches for synonyms, and Smart Text Searching, a feature that allows you to cut and paste a block of text into the search box.
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· Also under Search Options is a Limit Your Results section where limiters of further restrictions can be placed on your search to make it more precise, such as Linked Full Text, Publication Type, Publication Year, and Peer-Reviewed, will also appear after you click on Search Options.  By clicking on the small box in front of any of these options or using the drop-down menu in many cases you will reduce the number of results and retrieve only items that match those conditions.  For example, if you choose 
the limiter full-text, then only items available in their entirety in the database will be retrieved.  
· Click on Search on this same screen after entering terms and choosing limiters.
· A list of articles matching the search terms and conditions you chose will be retrieved and will appear in the center of the screen.  On the left-sand will appear options for further limiting and refining your search by date or adding subject terms.
· Items retrieved are automatically sorted by relevance.
· If you would like to sort by date, you can do so by clicking on the Date Descending Sort or Relevancy Sort option as shown below.
· If you sort by relevancy, a relevancy bar appears for each result indicating how closely the result matches the search terms you entered.
· Scrolling over the magnifying glass for a citation reveals more information about it, including its abstract.
· If the citation includes the words full-text, the entire article may be printed from the database by clicking on HTML Full-Text or PDF Full-Text.  E-mail and saving to disk are two other options that are displayed.

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· Once you click on the title of an individual article you will see a Tools panel appear on the left-hand side of the screen.  This panel includes Print, E-Mail, or Save.  Select the option you want to use.
· Follow directions on the screen and use File and Print from the browser if html format.  
· Follow directions on the screen and use the Adobe Acrobat toolbar if PDF format.
· You can also click on the Cite option from the Tools panel to see how the article should be cited using APA, MLA, etc.  While you cannot export this information to bibliographic software (we do not have access to any of these), you can e-mail the citation format to yourself.  Please note:  it may be necessary to e-mail or print the article first before
e-mailing the citation.  The advantage to e-mailing the citation is that you may then use cut and paste to place it into your document.
· If the citation does not include the words full-text, but does include the words title held locally, then you must retrieve that specific volume of the journal.  
· Click on the title of the article to bring up the full record.
· Check the Notes field at the very bottom of the record to see if we have the volume and year needed.

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· You should print out the citation (author, title of article, the journal title, volume, year, issue, and pages) or write down the complete citation to retrieve the article.
· If the words full-text do not appear in the record, the article may still be available online from another database.  Check our Full-Text Article Index.  Go back to the library homepage (http://www.spalding.edu/library) , Catalogs/Databases, Library Databases, and finally Full-Text Article Index.  Type in the title you need and follow the hyperlinks.  If you need help, please ask.
· Articles not found will need to be located at another local library (Metroversity) or ordered through Document Delivery.  You can click on ILL Request in the record in this database to pull up a form and request an item through Document Delivery.  This is an option with journal articles only.  This process will take time, usually 1-2 weeks.
· The other databases mentioned above are searched in much the same manner, but may contain different limiters.

· To learn more about an article or view an abstract or notes simply click on the title of the article.  If an article has the words full-text in its record, the entire article may be retrieved and printed, e-mailed, or saved directly from the database.

· If an article states, “This title held locally,” that means that we subscribe to it in print.  We do sometimes discontinue our subscriptions so you will have to check the Source and Notes information to be certain we have the correct year, volume, and issue.   If we do you will retrieve the volume and/or issue and photocopy it on the first floor.
· If an article is not available in full-text or locally then it must be ordered via interlibrary loan.  This will take about a week.  You simply click on the ILL Request button and fill in your contact information.

· The panels to the left and right of the results list allow you to narrow your search further either by adding search terms or adding result limits such as dates or full-text only specification.  Please note you will need to click on Update Results when adding any of the Limit Your Results options.

· To search a different database or group of databases by subject click on Choose Databases (this is located right above the search box).
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The Refine your results area allows you to add limits to your search to target in further and retrieve fewer items. One can also limit by Source Types or Subject in this pane as well.


 Your search is automatically rerun when you click on the limits and Update.
